One of the ways that the Autry Museum tells
stories about the diverse peoples of the American West is through objects. Objects can be artifacts or artwork.
Since 2016, the Autry Museum has invited students in grades 6 through 12 to tell their own stories through artwork
by submitting their own two-dimensional (2D) artwork to the Student Visual Arts Exhibition. The Autry Museum
displays selected student artwork in the museum during its Student Visual Arts Exhibition each year as shown in
the image below. If you are interested in submitting your artwork for this year’s Student Visual Arts Exhibition, the
activities in this lesson will help guide you through the artwork part of the submissions process.
